2006 Request For Proposals

The Florida Restaurant & Lodging Association Educational Foundation (FRLAEF) is pleased to announce it will once again be providing grant funding to Florida’s ProStart high schools.  Attached is a Request For Proposal (RFP) to be completed by all of Florida’s ProStart Instructors.    In order to be eligible for the grant, you must currently be teaching the ProStart curriculum (2006-2007 school year).  You must complete all of the attached information.  You must be classified as a Fully Implemented ProStart program.  
The FRLAEF is making approximately $30,000 available for Florida’s ProStart schools.  There is no fixed amount for individual grants and there is no guarantee that all schools applying will receive a grant.  The merit of your proposal will determine whether a grant is funded and at what amount.  To assist you, the average amount awarded for the 2005-2006 school year was $715 per school.
From the FRLAEF perspective, the main reason for investing $30,000 into Florida’s ProStart schools is to provide much needed money to insure equal opportunities for all students enrolled in the programs.  This funding is being provided to assist Florida’s ProStart teachers in implementing the ProStart curriculum in its entirety.  These funds are for use in a ProStart class only.  Use of this funding to enhance programs outside of the ProStart curriculum is prohibited.

The FRLAEF has established guidelines to assist ProStart instructors as they complete the attached Request For Proposal (RFP).  The FRLAEF prefers to fund items that will assist a school in becoming self-sustaining.  If a piece of equipment is requested, it should be something that will be used frequently throughout the year.  The FRLAEF prefers not to fund curriculum, ServSafe, SafeStaff, printers, digital cameras, guest speakers, field trips and transportation.  If any of these items are needed it is suggested you contact your local Florida Restaurant & Lodging Association Chapter President.  If you do not know who your chapter president is, please call Laura Rumer or Amy Parker.
All completed Request For Proposals must be turned into the Florida Restaurant & Lodging Association Educational Foundation no later than September 15, 2006.  The FRLAEF will review all applications.  Grant winners will be notified by mail by September 29, 2006.  All awarded mini-grant funds must be spent by December 15, 2006.
